Many people have asked if the project is complete enough to tour.  The concrete work is complete 
and includes five stories below the 16th street level.  Included in these areas are the physical plant 
(boilers, chillers, cooling towers, main switchgear, etc.). Levels P1 & P2 are multilevel mechanical 
rooms with 11 air-handling units and their associated piping and ductwork and utility tunnels.  Much of 
the ductwork and piping is installed on these five levels.  This is a great opportunity to see the MEP 
systems before they are covered up.

After the tour, the group will return to the JE Dunn project field office for hors d’oeuvers.  Lemon Tree Catering 
is providing the meal for the tour.  This is the same caterer used for the Sunset Office Building tour last year.  If 
you were there, you know the food was fantastic!  �
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The Kauffman Center for the Performing 
Arts will have a dramatic and 
transformative impact on Kansas City, 
changing both the city’s skyline as well as 
the experience of artists and audiences 
throughout our region. It is sure to 
become the singular architectural icon for 
Kansas City, and be counted among the 
finest performing arts centers in the world. 

The center itself is a 284,780-square-foot 
facility with two state-of-the-art 
performance venues: a 1,800-
seat proscenium theatre and a 1,600-
seat concert hall. Current construction 
cost estimate is approximately $270M. 

The technical requirements and exacting standards required of a facility like the Kauffman Center 
make it one of the most complex structures in the world to design and build. The internationally 
recognized design team that has been assembled includes Moshe Safdie & Associates, Theatre 
Projects Consultants, and Nagata Acoustics. Their design incorporates the very latest in architectural 
innovation and technology to create virtually perfect acoustics and optimal sightlines in both 
performance halls. 

Perched on a hillside south of downtown 
Kansas City, architect Moshe Safdie has 
said the location of the Kauffman Center 
“may well be the most dramatic site 
available in any major downtown area.” 

Located just blocks from the Kansas City 
Power & Light District, the Sprint Center, 
and the Crossroads neighborhood, the 
Kauffman Center for the Performing Arts 
sits at the very heart of Kansas City’s 
revitalized and reenergized downtown. 
Visitors to the Kauffman Center will have 
numerous entertainment and dining 
options readily available to help them 
round out their experience. 

The Kauffman Center is easily accessible and will have plenty of well-lighted covered parking in a 
1,000-spot garage. It is also located across the street from a KCATA MAX stop and is within easy 
walking distance of many of the new residential developments in Downtown and the Crossroads.

The 
Associate Member grade is awarded to individuals who have less than twelve years of 
ASHRAE-approved industry experience in the heating, refrigerating, air-conditioning, or 
ventilating fields. 

·  The nominee shall possess the personal qualifications to meet the demands of the 
requirements of the job. 

·  Chapter officers are expected to attend the Chapters Regional Conferences (CRC). 

·  The nominee shall have good attendance records and would ideally have demonstrated 
willingness to accept chapter responsibilities through committee work (although this is not a 
requirement for nomination). 

·  Each Chapter Officer is encouraged to display leadership by contributing to ASHRAE 
Research/Resource Promotion at or above the Honor Roll level (which is $100 for an 
individual donation). 

·  Due to the order of progression through the Chairs of the BOG, each person nominated must 
be evaluated on the basis that they are being selected as a future President of the chapter.
